Parish Walk May 9 th 2009 
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Location – Tollesbury Wick Nature Reserve. 
About once a month or so I enjoy a walk around Tollesbury Wick 
Marshes on the river Blackwater, and I have decided to share with 
you the riches of the Essex countryside.   During early May we 
should be seeing the spring arrivals from House Martins and 
Swallows, to Warblers in the hedgerows and reed beds.  Terns 
should also be present hunting over the river and ditches by the 
seawall.  Resident birds include Marsh Harrier and Avocets.  
Insects that should be present include butterflies, dragon and 
damselflies.       
The distance around the reserve is approximately 5 miles on good 
paths on the seawall and on tracks through farmland.  Stout 
footwear is recommended as sometimes the paths can be muddy.  
Refreshments are available in the village.   
Meet at stand 4 Colchester bus station in time for the 09:30 
departure, the return departure from Tollesbury is at 16:45.

Wedding Fayre:  Colchester Charter Hall, 1st February 2009. 
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Early on a bitterly cold morning, after presiding at the 8.00am Holy Communion 
service, the intrepid curate of Lexden set out for Charter Hall, to assist at the 
Colchester Deanery stand at the Wedding Fayre.  Thankfully the stand had 
already been erected and decorated by The Revd. Alison Finch (Industrial 
Chaplain) and The Revd John Chandler (Curate, St Michael’s Myland).  Our stall 
was one of 87, ranging from limousine and location hire to menswear and 
printers, from bridal gowns to commemorative ceramics, from photographers 
and catering to toastmasters and string quartets.   
 
A steady supply of couples-to-be of all ages visited the stand during the day, 
with many different questions, ranging from wanting to know which their parish 
church was to detailed questions about marrying a foreign national. Throughout 
the whole day, we were delightfully entertained by a string quartet on the next 
stall, which played a good selection of music. We were amused at the location 
nearby of a chocolate fountain stall opposite a weight reduction stall!   
 
This is the first time that the Colchester Deanery has run a stall at a Wedding 
Fayre. Many visitors were genuinely appreciative of the presence of the church, 
and many couples who were not apparently contemplating a church wedding 
came to ask questions.  After lunch we were joined by Fr. Richard Tillbrook, Fr. 
Peter Walker, The Revd Hilary Le-Sevre, and The Revd Mary West. The extra 
help allowed us in turn to take time away from our stall and tour the two halls, 
which the Fayre occupied, talking to other stall-holders, and generally “being 
seen”.  On more than one occasion people mentioned that they had never seen 
the church represented at a Wedding Fayre before, and thought it a good idea 
that we were there. Over 35 information leaflets were given out with details of a 
particular parish church / priest / contact to enquiring couples. 
 
The event finished at 4.00 pm, just in the middle of a snow-storm.  Was it worth 
going? – YES. It’s not that long ago that the only place one could be married 
was the local parish church. Time has moved on, and to fulfil its call to mission, 
the church needs to be where the people are. It’s no longer good enough to just 
wait for people to come knocking on our door; we have to go and make our 
presence felt.  We have something to offer that is unique – the involvement of 
God in a couple’s most special day.  There are two more similar events planned 
for this year, and hopefully the Deanery will continue to support this most 
valuable outreach and mission activity which places the church where it really 
should be – at the centre of life and celebration.

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RECIPE OF THE MONTH 

 
Apple Compote 

 
3oz/100g dried apricots 

3oz/100g sultanas 
3oz/100g stoned dried prunes 

orange juice 
2lb/1kg cooking apples 

 
Cut the apricots and prunes into quarters.  Place all the dried fruit in a 
small saucepan and just cover with orange juice (from a carton is fine).  
Heat until almost boiling then turn off the heat, cover with a lid and leave 
for at least 1 hour. Peel and slice the apples and cook with a little water 
until soft.  Stir in the dried fruit mixture and any remaining orange juice.  
Check for sweetness, you may not need any extra sugar. 
Serve warm with plain yoghurt. 
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Righteous Justice                  (Psalm 7)  

 
My jury service commitment is ended.  During the active 
period while at Chelmsford Crown Court there were cases of 
an affray, theft and grievous bodily harm but never a murder 
or even manslaughter.   
 
In the century after the confederation covenant at Sechem 
each individual Israelite tribe remained responsible for its own 
local courts.  These assemblies were usually held in an open 
space inside the main gates of a town or settlement.  There 
was no means of appeal but a federal court could be set up 
to consider any serious case that might affect inter-tribal 
relationships or the smooth running of the twelve tribe 
organisation. These gatherings consisted of representatives 
from each tribe and were always attended by the Ark of the 
Covenant. 
 
Although each tribal court acted independently there was an 
underlying legal unity throughout Israel as all laws were 
based on those received by Moses at Sinai.  To these had 
been added a further set, primarily elaborations of the original 
or framed to meet their new circumstances as farmers rather 
than desert nomads.  Each year both new and old laws would 
be read and interpreted at a major festival. The newer laws 
were probably agreed at the Sechem conference and 
confirmed in the presence of the Ark to be God's will.   
 

In addition to everyday farming matters considerable attention 
was paid to the need for honest justice.  Supplementing the 
long-standing command to avoid making false accusations 
were warnings against bribery, against conspiracy to pervert 
justice, against being swayed by the wealthy, the influential or

simply the views of the majority. Further note was taken not 
to exploit widows, orphans or resident aliens. 

 
One problem that received considerable attention was the 
tradition that any killing should be avenged by a member of 
the victim's family.  The law distinguished between murder 
and accidental killing but to blood relatives a death was a 
death.  The tribal leaders wished that such matters should 
always be left to the community and not dealt with privately 
which could easily lead to recurring vendetta. 
'Do not kill the innocent or those in the right for I will not 
acquit the guilty.' 
Nevertheless in the anger and distress of the moment the 
older tradition was likely to prevail.  Eventually towns of 
sanctuary were set up but until they were in operation refuge 
could be found at the shrine at which the Ark was based while 
a federal court hearing was arranged.  Such a trial would be 
free from local bias. 
 
Psalm 7 is a poem depicting a man taking refuge from 
pursuers, possibly blood relatives of someone he has 
accidentally killed, and is now awaiting an appointed 
judgement.  He fears that his accusers will either falsely state 
that he deliberately killed an ally or more likely, a recognised 
opponent. Verse 6 and 7 confirm that this is the federal court 
presided over by the God of the Ark who is always welcomed 
by the cry 'Rise up, O Lord' as the Ark is raised. 
In later lines there is an account of how making a false 
accusation could have dire consequences, even death if the 
accused were judged to be innocent. 
'They make a pit, digging it out, 
And fall into the hole they have made.' 
The story concludes with thanks to the Lord that His 
righteousness has prevailed.  The righteous judge has saved 
the upright in heart.                                      John Thompson
