Sometimes we do not think very much about them and do not
consider them significant at all. That is until something goes wrong, a
delay or a disruption and then we do realise how important that
journey was and what the implications are of it not going well. To avoid
such difficulty and disappointment we plan our journey, we take it
seriously and the more lengthy or important the trip is, the more
planning and organisation goes into it.

The Christian life has been likened to a journey. Some might call it a
pilgrimage. It is a journey with God. The planning and the process of the
journey are important and it should not just be when something goes
wrong that we realise that. Within the overall journey of our life and
faith there are significant smaller journeys as well. One such annual
journey is the journey to Easter and the route we travel to arrive at
Easter is Lent.

Lent is a journey, a pilgrimage. It needs to be undertaken seriously and
travelled from beginning to end. Without the journey of Lent our arrival
at Easter will not be all it ought to be, it will not be all it can be. If we do
not keep Lent and Holy Week well, we will not be able to keep Easter
well.

God and His Church give us things to help us in our pilgrimage with Him.
They are there to aid us, not to give us hurdles to jump or difficulties to
get round. Lent is one such aid to our pilgrimage with God, let us make
full use of it this year.

Waiting (Psalm 145)

The priests of Marduk, the god of Babylon, were a powerful force in
both religious and secular affairs. If the exiled villagers had ever
attempted to set up altars to comply with their own law's many
sacrificial requirements this dominant Babylonian brotherhood would
undoubtedly have insisted that in any such sanctuaries symbols of
Marduk be raised up in a prominent position. Conflict would have
resulted to the detriment of the Israelites. Fortunately it was ruled that
even though visits to Zion were at present impossible, the reformed law
which only allowed sacrifices to take place in Jerusalem should have
precedence over other decrees at least until the prophetic visions of a
return had been fulfilled.

Morning prayers continued in family groups according to long-standing
custom but, by an innovation that helped compensate for the lack of
sacrificial worship, villagers assembled each Sabbath at a convenient
meeting place, perhaps one not too conspicuous or provocative, for
prayer and to sing hymns. At these gatherings, in the absence of
ancient scrolls, an exiled Zadokite priest would recall from memory a
section of the laws or ancient stories and, as they had in former days,
comment on their meaning. Well-known oracles from prophets were
also considered to see what insights they held for the current
predicament; forecasts by Isaiah that a remnant would return might
perhaps have comforted at least the optimistic. Reinforced by such
meetings the exiles increasingly looked to past traditions as a guide to
their current mode of life while at the same time pinning hopes for the
future on the oracles of past and contemporary prophets.

Today these Sabbath gatherings are considered the origin of
synagogues even though this Greek word for assemblies was not
adopted until over a century later. Furthermore of particular interest
for our understanding of the psalter is that at such meetings psalms
were also studied and came to be seen not solely as an accompaniment
to other elements of a service but also as important in their own right
as a repository of doctrines and revelation. Newly written psalms
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began to reflect this rise in significance. A verse in the opening stanza
of psalm 145 explains this enhanced standing very succinctly:

'One generation shall commend thy works to another

and set forth thy mighty deeds'.

Several themes are introduced in this psalm, one being the nature of
the kingdom of God as described by other psalmists:

'They talk of the glory of thy kingdom

and tell of thy might

they proclaim to their fellows how mighty are thy deeds

how glorious the majesty of thy kingdom'.

The revelation that the realm where the Lord God sat enthroned above
the cosmic waters was a kingdom would have followed naturally from
his recognition as the heavenly king proclaimed at the great New Year
festivals. But to their cost the Israelites had been forced to recognise
that kingdoms wane and even a mighty empire could become absorbed
into one even greater. The psalmist assures that this will never be the
case in God's domain:

'Thy kingdom is an everlasting kingdom

and thy dominion stands for all generations'. John Thompson
